HMBATTERY

Battery life

The battery which powers your watch should last
approximately 2 years. Please note, however, that the
actual battery life may be less than the specified period
depending on the frequency with which you use the
chronograph and alarm functions.

Battery change

For battery replacement, please contact the repair center
authorized by NIKE. Otherwise, the guarantee may be
invalidated. Taking the occasion of battery replacement,
the authorized repair center will check the functions of
the watch, its water-resistant quality, and the gasket and
other parts, to ensure its accurate operation for longer
period. As a guideline for battery replacement, replace
the battery with a new one immediately when you find the
digits on the display flashing.

HOW TO USE

ETIME MODE

Besides the current time, month, date and day of the week are displayed.

1. When the TIME mode is shown, the current time is displayed. (The second digits are not displayed.)
2. Press Button "B". Day (abbreviation) and month/date (numerals] displays appear in order for one second each.

MO: Monday TU: Tuesday WE:Wednesday TH: Thursday FR: Friday SA: Saturday SU: Sunday

3. Keep Button "B" pressed for more than 2 seconds to show the time setting display.
With each press of Button “B", the digits to be adjusted (flashing] change over in the following order. Press Button "A" to advance
the digits to set them.
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Displays change over Minute setting Date setting Month setting
alternately by pressing
Button "A".

Hour setting
A: AM period
P: PM period

Year setting

BCHRONOGRAPH MODE

The watch can measure the elapsed time in one-second increments.

1. Press Button "B" to start the chronograph. To stop it, press Button "B" again.
Restart and stop of the chronograph can be repeated as many times as necessary by pressing Button "B".
2. To reset the chronograph to "0", keep Button "B" pressed for more than 2 seconds after stopping the measurement.

Start/Stop Reset
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BALARM MODE

The alarm can be set to ring once a day at the designated time.

1. Press Button "B” for more than 2 seconds to show the alarm setting display. The flashing hour digits appear.

2. Press Button "A" to set the hour digits. (The digits are advanced by pressing Button "A"))

3. Press Button "B" to show the flashing minute digits. Press Button "A" to set the digits.

4. By pressing Button "B" again, "SLP" appears and the snooze function can be turned ON and OFF by pressing Button "A".
Snooze function: If the ringing alarm is stopped, it starts ringing again after 7 minutes.

5. After the alarm is set, it can be engaged and disengaged by pressing Button "B".

6. While the alarm is engaged, the alarm mark is displayed.

Hour setting  Minute setting
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Alarm rings for 20 seconds and stops.
To stop it manually, press Button "A" or "B".
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* By engaging the alarm, the button operation confirmation sound is also turned on.
* Pressing Button "B” will turn on the electrolite in any mode.
